Dear Parish Family: 
 
The readings this Sunday remind us of the truth of 
our mortality.  From dust we were taken, and to dust 
we will return.  We hear right off the bat today in our 
First Reading from Ecclesiastes, a condemnation of 
our inclination to labor and obsess over the many 
material goods we have or hope to accumulate.  Part 
of numbering our days rightly is knowing how to use 
our earthly possessions in the service of others and  
in the service of God. 
 
St. Paul also reminds us of creation, but he points to 
our creation not as creatures of dust but as people 
made in God’s image.  The new selves we are be-
coming is both God’s work and our work.  St. Paul 
urges us to put aside our natural desires, including 
greed. 
 
Jesus, in today’s Gospel, reminds his hearers that 
earthly riches count for nothing in the end.  Greed 
and the love of money block one from God’s king-
dom, while generosity earns God’s favor. 
 
My brothers and sisters in Christ, like the old saying 
goes, “You can’t take it with you.”  Today’s Gospel, 
especially in combination with the first reading, is an 
urgent reminder that those things we labored so hard 
to attain are meaningless in the eyes of God.  Jesus 
calls the person who loses sight of what truly matters 
to God a fool!  What values must we learn and live 
by, read the Beatitudes,(Matt 5:3-12 or Luke 6:20-
26) for Jesus’ lists of attributes that God values.
